1 tsp baking powder

½ tsp salt

Preheat oven to 350°F and line baking sheets with parchment paper.

Make cooki�: Cream butter and sugar until fluffy. Add egg and vanilla; mix well.
In a separate bowl, whisk flour, baking powder, and salt. Gradually add to the butter 
mixture and mix until combined.Roll dough into 1-inch balls and place on baking sheets. 
Flatten with a glass or fingers. Sprinkle with colored sugar if desired.

Bake: Bake for 8-10 minutes, until edges are golden. Let cool on the sheet for a few 
minutes, then transfer to a wire rack.

Make icing: In a small bowl, mix powdered sugar, milk, and vanilla until smooth. Add 
more milk for a thinner icing, or less for thicker.
